BFW: The Best Feeling in the World — Having Your Sins Forgiven.
June 13™, 2010: Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time:

“Who is this who even forgives sins?”

There are many great things about being Catholic. The Sacraments are the greatest
reasons to be faithful Catholics, trusting in God’s infinite mercy and love and living our
lives for Him. The trickiest of all the Sacraments is the one we honor and ponder this
weekend.

The more you need it, the less you want it” says Dr. Scott Hahn.

Do we have to go to confession? Well, in life we don’t HAVE to do anything if we don’t want
to. But, Yes, we do have to go to Confession because we need forgiveness. The more we
need it, the more we want to avoid it: our conscience goes to work on us. That’s the bad
news.

Why do we have to go to confession? To have our sins forgiven and to receive God’s
mercy and love and grace. That’s the good news.

For Christ Paid a Debt He Didn’t Owe, Because We Owed a Debt We
Couldn’t Pay. The debt was due to Original Sin.
God’s knows our sins. We also know them, or at least with an informed conscience we ought

to know them. We need to admit them for God to forgive them. In St. John’s Gospel we read:
“Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained."

We have to be honest with God. If we are honest with Him, he will be honest with us. It’s as
simple as that.

I call it the Best Feeling in the World — Having Your Sins Forgiven.
Hearing those beautiful words, as we hear in today’s Gospel:
He said to her, “Your sins are forgiven” or “I absolve you.”

At the time of Baptism, our Church community
makes a promise to the newly baptized to provide a
nurturing environment for faith growth. This growth
process is in the essence of the Ministry of
Catechesis (religious education): a process used to
pass down the Gospel of Christ in order to instruct
others in the way of the Lord. Catechesis is based on
Scripture and Tradition, as well as the Liturgy. It is
a lifelong process of conversion.

Christian  Formation (religious education or
catechesis) is here to assist parents in the continuous
religious education of their children for grades 1
through 12. The family must be an SVdP registered
family or live within the parish boundaries. The
family must be registered if the children are
preparing for sacraments.

We will have open enrollment for families new to
our Elementary and High School religious education
beginning the first week of August.

If your child attends SVdP Catholic School in grades
1 to 8, it is not necessary to enroll children in
Elementary Formation evening classes—they will
join Elementary Formation for the parish process for
the sacraments of Reconciliation, Confirmation and
Eucharist.

Any High school students living within our
boundaries or are part of a registered family may
enroll in the High School Youth Ministry sessions
whether they are fully initiated Catholics or if they
need sacrament preparation.
