If you are planning a June Baptism, the first 
step is to call the church office, 623-247-6871, 
ext 101.  

Requirements: 
• Parents have to live within our boundaries or be 

active registered  members of our Parish for a 
minimum of 6 months. 

• Child must be 6 years or younger. 
• Godparents are required to have all there 

sacraments, including marriage if it applies to 
them. 

• Both Parents and Godparents need to attend the 
Pre-Baptismal class. 

 
Call into our parish office to register by May 28. 
There is a $50 registration fee, and we will need a 
photocopy of the child’s birth certificate. 
 

You will be assigned a date for the class  
at time of registration. 

For the Godparents... 

Godparents are the representatives of the 
Church who model proper Catholic Christian 
values.  
 

Through practice of their faith, they serve as 
witnesses to the gospel. Their role is to 
contribute to the development of a child’s faith. 
They should always encourage their godchild to 
develop a deeper relationship with our Savior, 
Jesus Christ and his Church. 
 

A child need have only one godparent, male or 
female. The godparent must be Catholic, at 
least 16 years of age, and have received the 3 
sacraments of initiation: baptism, confirmation, 
Eucharist. If married, the godparent must be 
validly married in the Catholic Church. 
 

If two godparents are chosen, they must be one 
male and one female. Only one need be 
Catholic, but the non-Catholic godparent must 
be a baptized Christian.  
 

The Catholic Godparent(s) must meet the above 
requirements.

Church attendance alone does NOT make you and 
your family registered members. 

  

Registration is required for Sacraments: 
Baptism, 1st Communion, 1st Reconciliation, 
Confirmation, Marriage Catholic Education 
programs. Adult children (18+) need to be 

registered separately from their parents in order to 
get married, have their own children baptized, or be 

Godparents or Sponsors.
